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After packing up my remaining personal be-
longings together with my dog, Crockett, in the 
Jeep Grand Cherokee, I started the drive to 
Palm Springs on a cool and misty May 13th.  
Two days and 1454 miles later, Crockett and I 
arrived in Palm Springs to settle into our new 
life in a new location on Friday, May 15th.  
Fortunately the weather upon arrival in the de-
sert was still cool making Crockettôs transition 
to the hotter summer weather to come a good 
bit easier.  I knew what I was getting into as I 
had been a frequent summer visitor to Palm 
Springs over many years before settling on this 
community as my new post-retirement home.   
 

Over the next several weeks the hot summer 
temperatures increased, and have continued 
into early September.  With Autumn arriving 
the gradual decline in daytime high tempera-
tures and nighttime low temperatures has been 
noticeable.  Now our daily high temperatures 
are ONLY around 102-104 degrees and the 
nighttime lows have actually dipped into the 
mid-70ôs. Wow!  I should probably note that 
on previous trips to Palm Springs in the sum-
mer the highest daytime temperature I had ex-
perienced was 117, but this summer I experi-
enced a new record temperature of 118.  Re-
member this is summer in the desert.  Iôm al-
ready looking forward to sitting on my outside 
patio in the morning over the coming months 
while having coffee and reading the newspaper 
checking on Spokane temperatures.  I 
ñditchedò my snow shovels in Spokaneð
actually I left them for the next occupant of my 
house. 
 

My Spokane house hasnôt sold yet, but Iôve al-
so discovered from my realtor that there are 
quite a few active listings within a radius of 5 
blocks of my South Hill house so that probably 
makes it a buyerôs market.  Iôm just waiting 
patiently for the right person to come along 
and initiate an offer.  Unfortunately, I canôt re-
ally begin the major remodeling of the kitchen 

and both bathrooms in my Palm Springs town-
house until I have a confirmed buyer so right 
now Iôm just ñmarking timeò.  At least in this 
all moderate all season climate it doesnôt mat-
ter to contractors when they initiate a job.  
Most other details of moving have come to-
gether nicelyðcar registered in California, ob-
taining a California driverôs license without 
needing to take the road test, registering to 
vote, and so forth.  Crockett and I are getting 
along just fine.  (And, in case youôre wonder-
ing, I wasnôt able to get the ñESTONIAò li-
cense plate in California since someone al-
ready has it.)  Sacrifices . . . sacrifices. 
 

I have very nice and helpful neighbors living 
around me in the condo complex here that has 
71 residences on about 5 acres of land.  Itôs a 
fairly low density and older development 
which adds attraction to the place inside and 
within the grounds.  Iôve got a lot of green 
space to walk Crockett in mid-day when the 
pavement is too hot for neighborhood walks.  
Those we do in early morning and later even-
ing.  One luxury that Iôve never had is access 
to a swimming pool, and Iôve definitely taken 
advantage of this amenity here during the hot 
summer months.  There are four swimming 
pools in the complex so I even have choices. 
 

There are two ELCA congregations in the 
Coachella Valley, and Iôve been regularly wor-
shipping at Hope Lutheran Church in Palm De-
sert, about 12 miles from me.  Itôs a larger con-
gregation with two pastors and a pretty sub-
stantial Sunday worship attendance.  Three ser-
vices a weekðSaturday night at 5:30 PM and 
again on Sunday at 8:00 AM and 9:30 AM.  
The familiarity of our Lutheran liturgy and Or-
der of Worship is welcoming to me in this 
move to a new community, and Iôve just initi-
ated the request for the Transfer of Member-
ship here.  My next goal is to join the adult 
choir (the Hope Chorale) that begins Fall re-
hearsals on Thursday, October 1.  Itôs going to 
be a bit different singing in a choir of about 40 
people.
