If this information is incorrect 
please contact the church office 
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Taxes, money, elections, politicians, proposi-
tion this and that é what does it all mean 
and how do we as Christians respond to the 
onslaught of all the media coverage and hype 
that surrounds us, especially during a presi-
dential election cycle?  
 
Unfortunately, the majority of people in our 
country respond by ñnot playingò. Our local 
primary this past August had a voter turnout 
of around 30%. Even the presidential election 
every 4 years can only muster barely 50% of 
the people eligible to vote. Some folks I have 
talked to are not even aware of whoôs run-
ning for local office, I asked them if they 
havenôt seen the advertisements and they re-
spond that they set their DVR at home and 
record their programs so they can watch tele-
vision without the commercials! This means 
that candidates only have to determine who 
might be voting and then cater their ads and 
media response to a VERY limited demo-
graphic. So that allows the candidate with the 
most money to usually win the race.  
 
As Christians, I believe, our responsibility to 
vote is tied up with our mandate to do jus-
tice. Many of the candidate races and prop-
ositions will have big impacts on taxes and 
possible future legislation around issues that 
have large impacts on the poor. If we learn 
anything from the bible we know the Jesus 
was an advocate for the poor. We also know, 
from Matthew 25, that Jesus mandated the 
care of the poor, and sick and those in prison. 
ALL of those are things heavily impacted by 
the posturing and deal making that goes on 
behind closed doors in Washington D.C. and 
Olympia and here in Spokane. Much of the 
wrangling that goes on around these issues is 
driven by big money interests é the same 
big money interests that donate large sums to 
their favorite candidate.  
 

As active Christians we must see that our in-
put is vital to the stability and safety of the 
most vulnerable members in our society. 
Someone asked me this last Tuesday night é 
ñisnôt there anywhere for these people to go 
for the night?ò I told them there were a few 
shelters in town, not enough beds though, es-
pecially when you factor in restrictions that 
some places have. The private charitable sec-
tor has done all it can in this regard, to feed 
and provide some basic things for people on 
the margins. What needs to be done now is 
for the public sector to realize that it will be 
LESS EXPENSIVE, to provide the housing 
that is needed than to pay the costs associat-
ed with having a large homeless population.  
Everyone involved in working with marginal-
ized people, especially the mentally ill, 
knows that safe stable housing is a must for 
any kind of ongoing recovery and long term 
health. 
 
The political ñgameò that we see unfolding 
before us in the media is not to be taken 
lightly, there are very real consequences for 
many people that live outside the ñmain 
streamò of life. These are the people Jesus 
calls us to serve and we are the ones that 
must try to uphold justice for them.
