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Summer of 2016 is almost in the history books 
and we are barreling toward fall! There are so 
many things going on these next few months, I 
hardly know where to start! I will give you all a 
quick rundown of whatôs coming up so you all 
can have a chance to know whatôs going on as 
well as upcoming Synod things! 
 
First in September, we have a great concert 
scheduled for Saturday September 10 at 4pm! 
This will be good music to listen to and there 
will be an opportunity to participate in the sing 
along portion! 
 
Sunday September 11, is our opening day of 
Sunday school and our Fall ñkickoffò. We will 
also be doing a ñservice projectò that day for 
those that are able. This will be an in house pro-
ject to benefit our food pantry and to make some 
plans for the future and will be our participation 
in the national churches ñGodôs Work. Our 
Handsò project. You can find more info on this 
at the ELCA website at ELCA.org. 
 
As you may know we will be electing a new 
Bishop in May of 2017. Bishops Wellsô last day 
will be in August 2017. We thank him for 18 
years of service to our Synod! The process of 
electing a Bishop begins now!; there will be lay 
cluster gathering(s) sometime between Septem-
ber 15 and October 15 this year to receive infor-
mation on the process. In late October the Bish-
opôs convocation will be held in Walla Walla 
and I am required to participate. This convoca-
tion is for the pastors of the Synod to meet and 
discuss their roles in the process, there are some 
good speakers planned and we pastors will be 
able to share that information with the lay folks.  
Sometime between November 1 and December 
15 it would be nice to have another lay cluster 
gathering at which each cluster will be able to 
nominate up to three candidates for Bishop. The 
nominees, if they accept, will then put together 
information about themselves and start 
ñcampaigningò if you will. This information 
would hopefully be ready by February or March 
so the church voting members, most of whom 

will be elected in January 2017, would have time 
to decide who they think is the best candidate. 
Also during this September to January time, it 
would be appropriate to look at the call descrip-
tion for the office of Bishop. The Synod council 
will provide us information and receive sugges-
tions and reports from the lay clusters. 
 
I think that these next months will be very im-
portant for our Eastern Washington and Idaho 
Synod. The Valley and Spokane Westward clus-
ters have not had a lay meeting in 5 years or 
more. The Mount Spokane cluster has had more 
regular meetings, but they have not met in 18 
months as well. I do understand that time con-
straints and other events have eaten up nearly all 
of the time people have. The church body will 
need to address this issue of participation of the 
laity in Synod business. It is a matter of priorities 
for us all! The idea has always been that the laity 
would comprise 60% of the voting members and 
the clergy 40%. Obviously if the lay clusters do 
not meet, they will not be able to nominate a 
candidate for Bishop. Since we have had the 
same pastor in the role of Bishop for 18 years, it 
was easy to fall into a pattern of complacency 
regarding how the Synod clusters are intended to 
function. If indeed this model doesnôt work any 
longer we will need to find a model that does 
work! 
 
I hope you found all this information useful, and 
that you will make some time in your busy 
schedule to participate in these coming events!

All Saints Counters  
We need counters to record 
the Sunday offering and make the bank de-
posit.  After the Sunday service the offering 
is put in a zippered bank bag and put in the 
church safe.  Two counters come 
in Monday (or Tuesday if Monday is a holi-
day) to record the giving from the enve-
lopes, mail received or special gifts.  Mon-
ey, checks and coins are counted and a bank 
deposit slip is prepared.  The deposit bag is 
then taken to the bank (Washington Trust) 
and the receipt is returned to the church. Ar-
lene O'Brien is one of our counters and will 
continue to do so and we need another per-
son to count with her. It takes approximate-
ly 45 minutes to one hour depending on 
volume to complete the counting weekly. If 
you are interested please contact Dean Trei-
chel to receive further information.
