ANNIVERSARIES

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Wonderful Tuesday night dinner yesterday é 
100+ folks enjoyed great soup and sandwich-
es. Had several good conversations with peo-
ple, one in particular stands out é a regular 
Tuesday dinner guest informed me of an at-
tempted suicide in the neighborhood, the per-
son survived and is in the hospital. The per-
son was also one of our regular Tuesday din-
ner guests é a very sad story, the ending of 
which is still unknown. The way the story 
was revealed to me, very nonchalantly, was 
just another indicator to me of the very differ-
ent world in which marginalized people live. 
Suicide is ñunthinkableò for most Christian 
people because it violates the major prohibi-
tion of the bible, which is ñkillingò. Whether 
that killing is of another or of our own self 
doesnôt matter. So the question then becomes 
how does a person get so distraught that sui-
cide becomes the only answer? This is espe-
cially troubling when the person is very 
young, and teenage suicide is a very real 
problem. I certainly do not know all the an-
swers.  
 
There are some very good groups discussing 
suicide across the state, I attended a meeting 
last year led by a state authorized team from 
Seattle, it was very good information. The 
only problem I saw, was that most of the at-
tendees were employees of state or city offic-
es, and/or employees of agencies, in other 
words they were ñpreaching to the choirò so 
to speak. I put myself in that same category, I 
know enough to be concerned but not enough 
to do anything effectively on my own and I 
donôt have any more time in my schedule, so 
it gets put on the shelf é until a local event 
brings it back to my attention.  
 
Suicide is something that needs ñhealingò 
and whatôs needed is for more people to get 
informed and learn how they can help.  
 
 

And, sadly enough, that kind of commitment 
is needed in many more categories than can 
be counted. A large portion of the community 
is disengaged from the neighbors they live 
with and unless we can re-engage a much 
larger portion of the population, issues like 
suicide will continue to be ñfringeò stories 
that only a few will bother to get involved in. 
The stories we are hearing in our gospels in-
volve an element of ñcommunityò. The wom-
an at the well leaves her water jar to tell her 
neighbors about ñthe one who told me every-
thing I have ever doneò, The man blind from 
birth regains his sight and neighbors and 
Pharisees ask him about it é these stories are 
told and re-told so that we might understand 
that our relationships with one another are 
paramount to the workings of the ñkingdomò.  
I think that the working kingdom has been 
dramatically hampered by the lack of interac-
tion of a large percentage of its people! In to-
dayôs world, whoever controls the ñnarrativeò 
controls the actions of most people. This con-
trol is usually from the top down via govern-
ment officials and the media that covers the 
stories.  
 
Healing, however can only come from the 
community, and that is from the bottom up. 
  
As Christians we, along with our other faith 
partners, can be leaders in changing the 
dominant narrative of our day.  
 
I believe this to be a critical part of our ñlife 
togetherò, to tell the stories of ñthe otherò and 
to communicate the Gospel story that centers 
on abundance and giftedness. Only together 
can we create a neighborhood around what-
ever needs healing.
